mM MgSOy, 1 ul 10 mM dNTP mix, 1 ul 10 uM Forward Primer, 1 ul 10 uM Reverse Primer,
DNA 0.5 to 1 ul, add water to 49.5 ul, and add last 0.5 ul Tag Polymerase. Mix, spin down
gently, and put tubes in thermal cycler. Alternatively, a master mix including everything except
some water and DNA may be used.
